Problem statement title:
Update to AASHTO “Pavement Management Guide”

Problem statement:  The Pavement Management Guide was developed under NCHRP Project 1-35A and was published by AASHTO in 2001.  The Joint Technical Committee on Pavements (JTCOP) recently reviewed The Guide, compiled a list of the items that need to be revised, updated, or added.  Based on this review, the Technical Committee made recommendations to update the document.  This update will include, in addition to editorial revisions, substantive changes to recognize the common use of Superpave mixes and to include information on pavement preservation, use of traffic load spectra, data sets required for performance models, and other items.
Importance:  Pavement Management Systems become more critical in times of reduced budgets as agencies try to balance their needs.  The Pavement Management Guide provides guidance for agencies in creating and using their PMS.

Tasks:  The anticipated work will include a comprehensive update of the Guide with consideration to the JTCOP comments, and the preparation of a revised Guide suitable for balloting and publication by AASHTO.
Funding Required:  Estimated $100,000.  FHWA has indicated willingness to provide $50,000 toward this effort.  Thus $50,000 is required from 20-07 funds.
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
