Problem statement title:
Update to AASHTO “Pavement Deflection Data Exchange”

Problem statement:  The Pavement Deflection Data Exchange was developed by the Administrative Subcommittee on Information Sytems in 1996 to 1997 and was published by AASHTO in 1998.  The Pavement Deflection Data Exchange was recently reviewed by the Joint Technical Committee on Pavements (JTCOP) and a list of the items that need to be revised, updated, or added was compiled.  Based on this review, an update to the document is recommended  This update will include, in addition to editorial revisions, substantive changes to recognize the development of Rolling Wheel Deflectometers, and the development of Mechanistic-Empirical Pavement Design.  The sample data sets in the data exchange document are outdated and refreshing the document will enhance its usefulness to the pavement community.  It is also desired to have the use of the data exchange document measured to determine if it remains useful to the pavement community.
Importance:  Pavement Deflection data is the basis for pavement rehabilitation design in the Mechanistic Empirical Pavement Design Guide.  It is important to agencies that they be able to use their deflection data in a variety of software platforms without developing software interfaces for each.  The ability to compare data sets regionally and nationally improves consistency in design.
Tasks:  The anticipated work will include a survey to determine how the existing Pavement Deflection Data Exchange is being used by vendors, software developers, agencies and consultants.  If use of the document warrants updating, it will include comprehensive update of the Guide with consideration to the JTCOP comments, and the preparation of a revised Guide suitable for balloting and publication by AASHTO.
Funding Required:  Estimated $100,000.  
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
