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TITLE
Guidelines for the Use of Bicycle Lanes for Various Roadway Characteristics
BACKGROUND/NEEDS STATEMENT

With both increasing bicycle use and increasing traffic VMT along our nation’s arterial and collector roads and streets, the safety needs of bicycles become of paramount importance.  Currently, there are few well-document warranting criteria for the establishment of bike lanes along these routes for accommodating safe bicycle travel.
RESEARCH OBJECTIVE
It is intended that a synthesis of bicycle lane provision, usage and design be prepared to include the elements/characteristics of vehicle classification, vehicle speed, ADT, parking, roadway geometrics, and other related elements.  The synthesis would provide guidance to the states for the establishment of bike lanes.
WORK TASKS

The following tasks are anticipated in fulfillment of this project:

literature review of existing guidelines and research results

a review of state DOT guidelines

a compilation of operational and safety issues

▪
a review of the human factors aspects of bicycle travel – from the point of view of the bicyclists and the highway operating agencies

URGENCY
The urgency is driven by the rapid growth of development, traffic flow and bicycle usage; and the growing safety concerns regarding bicycle travel.  Also, the upgrading of the AASHTO Bicycle Guidelines needs this information.


FUNDING REQUESTED AND TIME REQUIRED

The anticipated time period is 1 year, and the preliminary estimate is $100,000
