Proposed Problem Statement

Title:  Review of standards developed from NCHRP research projects and through SHRP, by both AASHTO and ASTM.
Background:  The National Cooperative Highway Research Program (NCHRP), sponsored by the member departments (i.e., individual state departments of transportation) of the American Association of State Highway and Transportation Officials (AASHTO), funds extensive research projects in a wide variety of transportation subjects.  The state departments of transportation are the sole sponsors of the NCHRP.  Many of these AASHTO funded studies result in materials standards for testing, for specifications and for standard practices.  While these research efforts may have resulted in AASHTO materials standards, many NCHRP research results have been taken and implemented as standards by other materials testing organizations.  Similarly, the Strategic Highway Research Program produced many materials related standards, some by AASHTO and some by other materials testing organizations.
Proposal:   Review all NCHRP materials related research projects, and all SHRP projects,  to see which have had standards developed for AASHTO and which have been developed into standards by other materials testing organizations.  Report on which research projects should have AASHTO developed standards but do not.

Urgency/Need:  AASHTO and the state departments of transportation need to know which research projects, funded by the states, have resulted in standards used by other materials testing organizations.
Requested Funding:  $70,000.00

Timeframe:  12 months or less
